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The SmartGong is a high-tech multifunction timer, a clock with a programmable bell at regular intervals, an 
alarm clock and a chime.

Whether announcing the end of an appointment, waking up, pausing a meditation session, marking the stages of
a process, or simply being attentive on time with its chime, the SmartGong sets the tone with a unique bell 
sound.
 
Supplied with an infra-red remote control and an AC adapter.
 



Term used in this manual:
"Click" = Press the navigation button
"Left"   = Turn the navigation knob from 1 step to Left
"Right" = Turn the navigation knob from 1 step to Right
"ESC"  = Exit, go back in the menus.
"Nb"    = Number of shots of bell
"De"    = Time between shots of bell
"Vol"   = Volume of the bell
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With its navigation button the SmartGong is easy to program. Just browse the different menus.

Press the navigation button to switch from the simple timer mode  (t      XX.XX )  to the pre-programmed timer 
mode  1-9     XX.XX.
Press the navigation button for one second to enter the menus. The display shows ALARN

Turn the knob to advance through the menus. Click to enter, turn the knob to navigate. Click to edit and to 
validate. When the display shows ESC Click to go up one level in the menu.
When the led edition is red, turn the knob changes the setting. When it is green, turn the r button from one 
parameter to another. (Green = navigate - click - Red = edit ...)

To turn off or on the display press the middle button under the display (bell test) for one second. The 
SmartGong continues to operate, alarms, chime or timer works normally but without display. You can also use 
the On-Off button on the remote control (Red button on top of Left on the remote control)

Bell Priority Order: Timer - Alarm - Chime.

You can program 26 alarms and 9 timers.

Make the bell ring to mark the events of the day. For each alarm you can set the number of bells and the delay 
between shots.
Use timers to chain your activities or processes. For each timer you can set the number of shots and the delay 
between shots.

4. Alarms

Alarms clock setting :

You can program up to 26 alarms. For each alarm you can configure the number
bell shots and the delay between shots. You can do a weekly schedule (Monday to Friday, Monday to Saturday 
or only on weekends) or a particular day of the week. You can program a gentle wake up with a few bell shots 
spaced 2 or 3 seconds apart and a little later a second alarm with closer shots. You can program up to 98 bells 
per alarm with a delay between bursts of 0 to 7 seconds. If you program 99 shots, the bell will sound until you 
press the Stop button or C button on the remote control.
The alarm 27 is used to turn on and the alarm 28 to turn off the display automatically at a desired time.

Do not set 2 alarmes with the same time only one will work.

5  .   Timer

The timer is a practical countdown timer for the kitchen, a laboratory, a workshop, etc. The SmartGong has pre-
programmed timers that you can follow. Ex. After 5 min 1 shot of bell followed by another timer of 3 minutes 
with 5 shots of bell. You can chain up to 9 timers and repeat them in a loop. The possibilities and uses are 
endless.

2 types of timers, single mode ( Display T      15.00 ) and advanced mode with pre-programmed timers 
(Display 1-9     XX.XX)
To switch from one mode to another press the navigation button (Click) the display switches from the simple 
timer mode t      XX.XX to the pre-programmed timer mode 1-9     XX.XX

You can also use the return arrow button on the remote control to switch from simple timer to pre-
programmed timers.

In simple mode the time is adjusted by turning the navigation knob in advanced mode, the selection of the timer
1 to 9 is done by turning the navigation knob.

You can access the pre-programmed timers with the keys 1 to 9 on the remote control,
You can also use the | << and >> | on the remote control to choose a pre-programmed timer.

The simple timer allows you to program the time of a simple rotation of the navigation button and a short press 
on the start-pause button.
You can also use the | << and >> | on the remote control to program the time.

The preprogrammed timers allow you to do sequences, repetitions and are programmable to the second.

Q & A

Q. How to disable an alarm?
A. Go to the Alarm menu (Hold down the navigation button for one second) then Click and turn the knob to 
select the alarm. Press the Start-Pause button (Right button on Smartgong or IR-remote return button) to enable 
or disable the alarm. ON display to enable and OFF to disable. 

Q. How do I set the alarm clock to ring until I press a button to stop it?
A. Program the number of hits to 99. Stop button or C remote to stop.

Q. What is the difference between the simple timer and the preprogrammed timers?
A. The simple timer (Display t      15.00) Allows you to program a time quickly with one turn of a button and 
pressing the Start-Pause button. With the remote control key | << and >> | for the time and> to launch.
The bell count and the delay are set once in Config.
Press the navigation button to switch from simple mode to pre-programmed timer mode
(Display t      15.00 for simple mode and Display x      xx.xx for preprogrammed timers.
The preprogrammed timers allow programming the time to the second, the number of bell shots
as well as the delay between the shots of bell. They can be repeated and chained. To select a timer turn the 
navigation knob and press the start-pause button. With the remote control quickly access the preprogrammed 
timers with the keys 1 to 9 and press the> key to launch.
Pressing the start-pause key again pauses the timer.
   
Q. The time is not displayed.
A. To display the time when timers are not in use you must set the idle time before the time is displayed in the 
Clock on.  menu. See Chapter 6 (Configuration) position 22 above.
